We try to keep our fee structure and invoicing as open and as clear as possible by identifying exactly what is included in fees and what are Extras,
and by clearly pricing all Extras.

Registration Fee
Payable to reserve a place for the pupil at the school, subject to her meeting the entry requirements (non-refundable).

UK & EEA £100 International ~ £200
Deposit
A deposit is required before joining the School to accept the offer of a place. This is £650 for a day pupil, £950 for a boarder
based in the UK or European Economic Area and £2000 for International pupils. All deposits are returnable once a pupil
completes her studies at the School and all outstanding financial obligations have been discharged, or due notice given.

Fees are payable in three equal amounts, termly in advance, on or before the first day of each term. Special arrangements
can be made for monthly payments by contacting the Operations Director. The School Fees cover the normal curriculum
together with 7zost books and stationery. The following, where applicable, may be charged to a pupil’s account as an Extra:
extra subjects; school transport; public examination entry fees; theatre tickets, activities and excursions; GCSE, AS and A2
Level set texts and special medical or dental treatment. The Governors review fees annually and there will be reasonable
increases from time to time. Late payment charges will be levied on all outstanding accounts not fully paid by the first day
of term. A full term’s written notice is required to change from boarding to day status or to remove a girl from the school.

Reductions

Where there are two sisters in the school there is a 5% discount offered on the younger sibling’s net school fees (after any
reduction for Scholarship, Bursary or other provision). Where there are three siblings simultaneously in the school, there
will be a 5% reduction on the second child’s net school fees and a 10% reduction offered on the third child’s net school fees.
However, when the oldest sibling leaves, the sibling 5% reduction will be applied against the younger remaining sibling’s
net school fees only. A reduction of between 10% and 20% of boarding and tuition fees, depending on circumstances, may
be granted to serving UK Service Personnel and to members of the UK Diplomatic Services. For the daughters of the
Clergy, a reduction of up to 30% in tuition fees may be available, depending upon circumstances.

Advance Payment of Fees

The Governors will accept the payment of a lump sum to cover the fees for five to seven years or any other agreed period.
The scheme is quite flexible and if, for example, a parent wishes to deposit a single sum to provide part of the fees, a special
quotation will be submitted. Full details of the Composition Fee Scheme can be obtained from the Operations Director and
quotations to meet special circumstances will be provided on request.

Voluntary Extras (per term per weekly lesson, unless otherwise stated)

Notice to discontinue an Extra subject must be given in writing, to the Head, by half term in the previous term, otherwise
half a term’s fees for the Extra subject will be payable in lieu of notice. For Music lessons to discontinue, a full term’s notice
is required.
